	The admissions officer will recognize your vocabulary and writing style as college-ready (clear, precise, evocative, etc).
	

	CONVENTIONS
	The admissions officer will find few grammatical &/or spelling errors, & errors do not make it hard to understand your writing.  Your opening quotation is properly centered and punctuated.
